Informing parents

Parents will be notified of the
presence of a positive case in a
class or group by the school but no
names will be shared. If staff are
aware of close contacts parents
will be notified as soon as possible
alongside NHS track and Trace.

NHS Test and Trace will work with
the positive case and/or their parent
to identify close contacts. Contacts
from a school setting will only be
traced by NHS Test and Trace
where the positive case and/or their
parent specifically identifies the
individual as being a close contact.

individuals are not required to self-isolate if they are

live in the same
household as someone with COVID-19, or are a close
contact of a-pesitivesomeone with COVID-19-case-,
and any of the following apply:

° they are fully vaccinated

° they are below the age of 18 years and 6
