	Literacy - Word Reading
	Phonics Phase 1 - Letters and Sounds.
• print has meaning

	Continuous Provision
Number Daily routine  - Days, date, weather, months, seasons, birthdays, special occasions. Counting children attending. Timetables. 
May enjoy counting verbally as far as they can go . Uses some number names and number language within play, and may show fascination with large numbers. Counts up to five items, recognising that the last number said represents the total counted so far (cardinal principle).  Beginning to use understanding of number to solve practical problems in play and meaningful activities.  Number blocks.

 •Be increasingly independent as they get dressed and undressed, for example, putting coats on and doing up zips.


	Personal, Social and Emotional development 
	Self-Regulation: -Select and use activities and resources, with help when needed. This helps them to achieve a goal they have chosen, or one which is suggested to them.
-Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community
--Become more outgoing with unfamiliar people, in the safe context of their setting. 
-Show more confidence in new social situations.
-Understand gradually how others might be feeling.
- Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ or ‘worried’.
